The Puritans who helped colonize the United States refused
to wear most jewelry, including wedding and engagement
rings, because such baubles were considered ostentatious
and frivolous. Instead, a betrothed couple would exchange
a thimble - a practical item a young woman could use as
she sewed linens and clothing for her dowry. After the
wedding, the thimble's cup was often cut off (symbolizing
that her dowry was complete), and the rim could be worn as
aring.

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Sunbonnet Sug The Beginning

"That girl with the bonnet", Sunbonnet Sue, Dutch Doall,
Bonnie Bonnet, Sun Bonnet Babies... whatever the block
pattern is called, the Sunbonnet Sue block is one of the most
widely recognized quilt block patterns.

You'll find the block made into nursery quilts, appliqguéd onto
clothing and decorated with ribbons and lace. The Sue figure
has been depicted working, playing, and getting into

mischief. The Sue block has even given rise to Sunbonnet
themed quilts. Sue is eliminated in "the Death of Sunbonnet
Sue" or celebrated in "Sunbonnet Sue comes of age". The
design of a playful girl with a big bonnet can be traced back to
illustrators who worked in the late 1800s and early 20th
century. The first of these is Kate Greenaway.

Kate (Catherine) Greenaway (1846 - 1901) is credited with
popularizing depictions of young children. She was a British
Book editor who is best known for the sweet pictures of little
children and girls in bonnets. Kate illustrated greeting cards
and Almanacs. Many embroidery designs on the patches of
fine Victorian crazy quilts were copies of Greenaway
illustrations. A beautiful example is housed in the collection
of the Smithsonian. These Victorian embroidery designs
were Sunbonnet Sue's first appearance in Quilts.

An American illustrator, Bertha Corbett (later
Melcher), is regarded as the "Mother of the

Sunbonnet Babies"

Bertha Corbett Melcher is credited as a creator of the

Sunbonnet designs. She illustrated children's Primer books in
the early 1900s. Her book, "The Sunbonnet Babies" was
published in 1900. In this book she depicted girls with their

faces hidden by their bonnets.Ber t ha Cor bett 6s
very popular. They could be found on postcards, china and

other items of the day. Her designs have been a staple of quilt
making ever since.

In 1907, Bertha was the subject of an article hée
Housekeeper". Excerptsfrom that article below:

Among the art workers who ply their brushes in one of the
big buildings of Chicago, is a slim, young woman, out of
whose magic ink-well troops that long procession of full-
skirted, sun-bonneted infants who have captivated the
hearts of all who know them.

And every one knows the "sun- bonnet babies". The children
in school read of them and draw them; young people send
them for valentines, and older people for Christmas cards;
but few among their many admirers know aught of the busy
young woman who draws them out of her ink-well one by
one, and sends, them forth on their mission of joy and cheer.

This young woman is Bertha L. Corbett who commenced her
study of art in Minneapolis, then had a year in Philadelphia
under the able instruction of Howard Pyle, the well-known
illustrator, and later went to Chicago. But it was while in
Minneapolis that the idea of the sunbonnet babies was born.
She and a group of congenial artists were together in her
studio, discussing matters of art in general when one of the
company said. "How little expression there is to a figure in
which the face does not show!" Instantly came into Miss
Corbett's mind the remembrance of a tiny child that she had
recently seen. It was busily occupied with some bit of
childish play, and its entire head was hidden by an
enormous sun-bonnet. With this picture in mind, she
answered quickly; "I do not think a face is necessary in order
to make a figure expressive. "

She was challenged to prove her point, and taking her pen,
she drew her first sun-bonnet baby. The inside cover of the
books shows three small babies beside a huge ink- well,
while two more are carrying an immense quill pen. Above
them is printed the verse:

Hand Quilting

I've just started using the new product - Glad Press 'n

Seal for hand quilting. | rip off a piece, the size of my
template, use a narrow Sharpie pen to trace the
template onto the non -sticky side of the product. Let
the ink dry for a few minutes, then press the new sew
through template onto my block, using my fingers to
ensure that the template is correctly placed. It sticks
to the block (I'm currently using a lap hoop) until you
are all finished quilting, then easily tears away.
Especially good for those high -contrast blocks where
you would ordinarily have to use both light and dark
markers! - Helen Marie in Pennsylvania

Have you ever wondered what you can do with those
used sheets of Bounce? Well here is one way to use
them. If you take a threaded needle and run it

through the sheet of bounce it will keep  your threaded
needle from getting tangled while sewing. It really

works well. No more headaches for me!! - Suzie in

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Organizing

My very favorite piece of "furniture” in my quilting
room is a re -painted, rolling, LOCKING, Craftsman
toolbox. (Usually on sale around Father's Day and
Christmas .)

The shallow top drawer holds scissors, needles,
rotary cutters, and pins  -- things | use continuously
throughout the day. | work with the drawer open,
and put items where they belong -- even if | put
items down, just for a moment. It keeps my table
from becoming cluttered, and | never lose my tools.
The shallow second drawer holds markers, pens,
pencils, glue sticks, magnifying glasses -- items that
are used often, but not continuously.

The third drawer, a little deeper, holds templates
and rulers that are not hanging.

The fourth drawer holds plastic jars of basting pins,
colored pencils, extra rotary blades/sharpeners,
Clover iron, and specialty quilting tools.

The fifth drawer holds stacking plastic trays of my
thread. The fourth and fifth drawers are deep
enough to hold cone thread.

Drawer contents are labeled with stick  -on vinyl
letters. | use the top of the cart as a pressing
station, and as a "staging area" when choosing
fabrics. The cart rolls to wherever you need it, and
it can lock out family members that might try to
"borrow" your good scissors. - kiskat in Texas
