Shopping For Fabric
The key to easier fabric shopping is simple. Use a safety pin to attach
-in-progress

with you for those unplanned quilt shop stops!

Viewing Fabric
Make template windows of quilt block pieces from sturdy paper or

cardboard and use them to preview fabric at the fabric store.
Viewing a fabric through a template window can help you see what
individual pieces look like more easily than by looking at a whole bolt.
