A membership costs in 

Euro 28,00 ($35.00) per year and they receive a quilters 

magazine 4 times per year.

Totally, there are about 1,500 members.  They have a website 

www.quiltersgilde.nl and  the site is written in Dutch, but you 

can go in and look at the quilts.

In her neighborhood  in the Netherlands they have put a group 

together of 9 ladies.  Every other week they meet to enjoy their 

quilting afternoon.  Each time a different member hosts in her 

home where they mostly work on their own quilts, or help each 

other.  Sometimes they do a charity project together as we do 

here in Hernando Quiltersô Guild.

Every year the Guild arranges one big Quilt Show and you can 

enter your favorite quilt.

In the Netherlands they have several Quilt Shops where you can 

buy all the necessary notions or fabrics with a large variety to 

choose from.  Mostly she buys her fabric over here because the 

prices are lower and she brings some back to her friends as well.

One important fact she states, is that all their quilts are 

handmade.  This was the reason she took a machine quilting 

class over here to learn another way.

She loves quilting, the Florida sunshine and gardening.  She is 

also an active mountain biker and painter.  She says she gets so 

busy that she runs out of time and would like to have a 2nd life to 

do all the things she wants to do.

We are indeed very fortunate to have Liesbeth as a member of 

our Guild, good friend and fellow quilter!
