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Rose Of Sharon Applique Quilt 

I am the rose of Sharon, and the lily of the valleys.  As 
the lily among thorns, so is my love among the 
daughters. 
The Song of Solomon 2 
 
 
 
 
 
A Rose or a Tulip? 
It appears that the Rose of Sharon in the Bible might 
actually refer to a wild tulip that even today grows on 
the plains of Sharon in Palestine. When the Bible was 
translated into English the word "rose" was used. 
 
Of course our foremothers would have imagined a 
rose, probably a wild rose. When we see this motif on 
a quilt it is usually a stylized rose like flower. This 
applique pattern reached it's peak of popularity 
during the middle of the 19th century and was often 
done in red, yellow and green. It was usually made for 
a wedding with it's symbolism of love and marriage. 

Rose of Sharon quilts were especially popular in the 
mid 19th century and made a comeback during the 
1920s and 30s. 
 
Although they were made for many reasons the 
most traditional purpose was for newlyweds. To 
many nineteenth century quilters this pattern 
represented romantic love and the sacrament of 
marriage. 
 
Whatever the purpose these lovely appliqued quilts 
were usually considered a best quilt to be used only 
for special occasions or on a bed that would get 
little wear. 

A Quilt Representing Love and Marriage 

This Motif in a Full Quilt 

There are a great many variations in Rose of Sharon 
quilt patterns. Usually stems with leaves and flowers 
radiate from a central rose. There are also different 
ways the flowers can be arranged. 
 
 One way was to make very large blocks, big enough 
that four of them were enough for the whole quilt.  
Often the borders consisted of vines with flowers . 
The picture to the below is an example of this style.  
Sometimes this pattern is appliqued on whole cloth 
making more elaborate arrangements possible. 

 
A quilt of Many Names 

The Whig Rose is another name for this pattern. It is 
thought this name came from the 1828 United States 
Presidential election. The newly formed Whig party 
hoped to beat out Democrat, Andrew Jackson. The 
Whig party dissolved in the mid 19th century but the 
pattern name lived on.  
 
Although Rose of Sharon quilts are more likely to 
have curved stems the real difference in the names is 
a matter of what the maker named it. It is also 
sometimes called the Democrat Rose, Wild Prairie 
Rose, Colonial Rose, Kentucky Rose or Mexican Rose. 
I'm sure it's had many other names as well. This is a 
good example of how varied the names can be for 
one pattern as well as varied pattern designs for one 
name.

TIPS FROM QUILTERS AROUND THE WORLD  

Machine Quilting  

Pins and Needles  

Recipe Corner 

×When machine quilting on my home sewing 
machine, I sit well above my machine. I sit on a 
step stool -  the kind that every 1950's kitchen 
had. It looks a bit like a baby highchair, but 
without the tray. The two steps fold up under 
the chair when not in use.  This higher chair 
forces your arms and shoulders down into a 
more relaxed position when you are 
manipulating your quilt. In a normal chair, the 
tendency is to shrug your shoulders up to your 
ears. It's very fatiguing on the body.  The 
first time I quilted on the step stool, I quilted 
for 2.5 hours before stopping. I was so relaxed 
that I forgot to take a break!  When I quilt 
with the higher chair, I tilt my machine BACK 
slightly by placing a tiny one -half - inch book 
underneath the front edge of the machine. 
Without this, the machine head blocks my 
vision from this higher vantage point. -  kiskat  
in Texas  

× After seeing a used sharps container in my 
doctors office, I made one for my sewing table. 
I took an empty white plastic aspirin bottle, 
drilled a small hole in the cap, and stuck on a 
bright label that says used sharps. Now I can 
safely dispose of broken needles and bent pins, 
right through the hole in the top. For something 
larger, such as used rotary blades or razor 
blades, I can unsnap the top. When its full, I can 
safely throw the whole container away. - Bryn in 
Massachusetts  

× I covered the top of a wooden TV tray with 
batting and teflon  fabric. I keep it beside my 
sewing table with an iron and use it to press my 
blocks as I sew them. It is very handy and saves 
lots of trips to the other room where the 
ironing board is. It is also easy to take along on 
retreats. -  Nikki in Texas  

Ironing and Pressing Tips  

× To keep track of the various types of machine 
needles I use, I took a pin cushion and divided it 
into sections using a permanent ink marker. I then 
put an initial in the divided section (i.e. U for 
universal, S for Sharps). When I switch needles 
during projects, I simply stick the needle in the 
appropriate section on the pin cushion. - Jen in 
Chicago 
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
